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INSTRUCTIONS FOR PATIENTS PRIOR TO ANESTHESIA

EATING + DRINKING

IT IS EXTREMELY IMPORTANT THAT THE PATIENT HAS AN EMPTY STOMACH PRIOR TO ANESTHESIA. FOR THIS REASON THE PATIENT MAY NOT HAVE ANY FOOD OR DRINK AFTER MIDNIGHT THE NIGHT BEFORE SURGERY IS SCHEDULED.

DESIGNATED DRIVER

A RESPONSIBLE ADULT MUST ACCOMPANY YOU TO THE OFFICE AND REMAIN THERE DURING THE PROCEDURE. DO NOT TAKE A TAXI, BUS, UBER, ETC. ARRANGE TO HAVE A RESPONSIBLE ADULT TO SPEND AT LEAST THE NEXT 4 (FOUR) HOURS WITH YOU AT HOME AFTER YOUR ANESTHESIA. THE PROCEDURE WILL NEED TO BE RESCHEDULED IF THERE IS NOT A DRIVER WHO ACCOMPANIES YOU THE DAY OF YOUR SCHEDULED SURGERY.
CHANGES IN HEALTH

A CHANGE IN DAILY HEALTH, ESPECAILLY THE DEVELOPMENT OF A COLD OR FEVER IS IMPORTANT TO COMMUNICATE, PLEASE CALL OUR OFFICE WITH ANY HEALTH CHANGE STATUS.
MEDICATIONS

PRESCRIPTION MEDICATIONS SHOULD BE TAKEN AS NORMAL, WITH A SIP OF WATER UNLESS OTHERWISE DIRECTED BY DR.GREER. PLEASE INFORM OUR OFFICE OF ANY AND ALL MEDICATIONS YOU ARE CURRENTLY TAKING OR HAVE TAKEN WITHIN THE PAST 2 (TWO) WEEKS.
